
 

 

It has been an excellent quarter this fall and early winter. I have had the opportunity to attend a few 

conferences  and workshops the last few months. In particular, The American Grasslands Conference 

that took place in Fort Worth, TX was well worth it. We were able to have view points from conserva-

tionist and landowners that are initiating landscape habitat management. I was able to give a presen-

tation on the Lesser Prairie Chicken Initiative  partnerships, habitat conservation goals across the 5 

state range and some of the specific threats to LEPC.  

This last quarter has been working with landowners with reenrolled CP2 acres going to CP38E SAFE 

acres. I have been meeting with landowners, going over the requirements of their Mid-contract man-

agement and their overseeding seed mixes, which will be conducted between Dec. 1-June 1 this FY 

18. With around 9,000 acres being reenrolled with about 30 different landowners being accepted. 

I have had the opportunity to certify some LPCI EQIP contracts this quarter for 645-Upland Wildlife 

Habitat management, which involves a variety of different activities ranging from Plant ID, Quail call 

counts, wildlife escape ramps, fence markers and wildlife guzzlers as a few examples.

After wrapping up data entry I had the opportunity to 

shadow the NRCS Portales Rangeland Management Specialist and Soil Conservationist on 

various duties. This included multiple CRP spot checks, Natural Resource Inventories, and 

various EQIP practice check outs including fences, range plantings, drinkers, and pipelines. 

I was also able to assist with various Conservation Technical Assistance on several occa-

sions, including measuring well outputs with the NRCS Portales Engineer. NRCS field office 

staff provided training for EQIP application procedures, similarity index, prescribed grazing 

plans, and Toolkit mapping.  

I attended several conferences and meetings throughout the quarter, such as the Saga-

more Wind Project Luncheon, Prairie Partners Meeting, Curry County Innovative Farmers 

Conference, and Wetlands Across Borders: Playas of the Southern High Plains Meeting to 

name a few.

Activity picked-up this quarter. I spent several days with NRCS staff completing habitat 

evaluations for new Monarch Initiative contracts as well as a couple LPC evaluations for 

CSP contract renewals. I also had the opportunity to work with NRCS staff on a grazing plan 

targeting improved LEPC habitat. At several Conservation District meetings and events, I 

was able to meet many new area producers. Due to the wildfires in March, we will be con-

ducting numerous forage inventories and writing grazing recommendations for deferred 

grazing contracts in two of my counties. In preparation, I was able to attend a range assess-

ment training with local staff. I look forward to working on these inventories and recom-

mendations. Additionally, this quarter, I had the opportunity to visit field offices to deliver 

annual vegetation datasheets as well as review LPCI contracts. It was very helpful to see 

where the contracts started and how things have changed so far.  

For ODWC, I conducted weekly use surveys of 10 tracts enrolled in the Oklahoma Land Ac-

cess Program (OLAP) in Harper and Woods County. It is great to see people using the prop-

erties. All the hunters I’ve spoken with are happy to have more acres open to public hunt-

ing and want even more. The OLAP landowners also seem happy with the way things are 

going and haven’t had any issues.  ODWC staff and I met to outline and discuss habitat 

practices for the upcoming habitat incentives offered on OLAP properties. We are all very 

excited about the opportunity to put more habitat on the ground and improve hunter experi-

ences on these properties.
